marked influence, something that draws
attention, or that which must be taken
notice of.
Its branches refer to the means of exerting
or commanding the influence or of
exercising power.
. The leaves indicate the means of provision
for the people as leaves provide for plants.
. Scattering its fruits means to destroy the
means of producing fruits or the abilty to
provide for others or by so doing remove his
influence on the people. This refers only to
Nebuchadnezzar himself as the kingdom
maintained its dominion in the temporary
absence of Nebuchadnezzar.
This dream, because the roots of the stump
remained in the ground, indicates that there
remains the capacity for the kingdom to be
restored to the king when he acknowledges
God as the king of all. Binding by chains of iron
and bronze indicates captivity or insanity—the
mind of the king would be deranged.
